Mr. Philip Yang – Maritime & Commercial Arbitrator. Fractional Professor at School of Law, City University of Hong Kong. Honorary Chairman, Hong Kong International Arbitration Centre. Past President, Asia Pacific Regional Arbitration Group. Fellow of the Chartered Institute of Logistics and Transport. Chartered Arbitrator.

Prof. Albert Leung – Chartered Engineer, Director of Jacobs China Limited, Fellow of the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators.  He has acted as expert advisor on building settlement, cracking investigation in buildings as well as other forensic works.

Prof. Anselmo Reyes – Anselmo practiced as a barrister in Hong Kong from July 1989. He was appointed Senior Counsel in May 2001. As counsel, he had a broad civil practice, specializing in shipping, commercial, company, revenue and telecommunication law cases. He became a judge of the Court of First Instance in 2003. As a judge, he heard numerous applications relating to arbitration.
